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Data Reviewed

· Symmetry provided data runs with the following characteristics:

· There were approximately 15 million enrolled members for calendar year 2004.  

· The population was 51% female.  

· Product mix was approximately one-third HMO and the remainder made up of PPO, POS and other products.

· Approximately 3% were over 65.

· Thomson Medstat provided a data run containing approximately 2.2 million lives and 13 million episodes of a fee-for-service population.  All included enrollees were under 65.  Data was collected from July 2002 through June 2004.
· MedPAC provided a 5% Medicare claims sample processed by the ETG and MEG groupers.  Data was collected from 2002-2003.
Initial Process
· The group first developed a list of criteria to be utilized in the selection of conditions.

· Three smaller working groups were created to review the data runs from Medstat, Symmetry, and MedPAC.  The group worked together to select a list of conditions meeting the criteria.  
Criteria used in the selection of conditions

· Prevalence

· Cost

· Improvement (opportunity to)
· Age

· Gender

· Life cycle

· Chronic/Acute balance

· Specialty breadth
Outcomes

The draft list combined the list of the three smaller workgroups.  The whole group had an opportunity to review the list and look for any missing conditions.  It was noted that pregnancy and delivery should be added to the initial list.

Next Steps
Kevin Weiss will discuss the list with the chairs of the subgroups on Acute/ Chronic and Surgery/ Procedures.  Two subgroups will also be formed, one to discussion condition selection and one to discuss NCQA implementation rules.  More extensive work will be done on reviewing the respective data runs to assure the key conditions have been identified.  Conference calls for each group will be scheduled in July.
