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Introduction
Kevin Weiss welcomed participants to the call and reviewed the agenda – to review and discuss the results of the second round of Delphi voting.
Discussion of Second Round Delphi Results
Kevin Weiss review the group’s activities to date – the informational first round of Delphi analysis and discussion and the second round of voting.  He included comments that some members of the group had emailed to him after the last conference call.  These comments included issues of adequate information to assess the condition list.  For the purposes of developing the starter set of conditions, the group felt that there is adequate information.  

Mark Rattray also added that the grouper training sessions may be another avenue for discussing lingering questions about the groupers.
The following comments were made by call participants:

· The group should consider how this work will affect the AQA pilot projects.

· The conditions could also be matched to specialists, so that the group could consider how many specialties are represented in the draft condition list.

· There was a general discussion as to how many conditions should be included on the list.  Some participants felt that a shorter list would be best; others felt that a longer list would allow greater flexibility.  Another suggestion was to label the measures as “stage 1” or “stage 2” measures. 

· Based on the discussion the group decided to drop the following conditions, as the conditions scored the lowest: tonsils and throat, uterine fibroids, dysfunctional uterine bleed, diverticulitis, urolithiasis, abnormal uterine bleed, and gallbladder.
· On the next round of Delphi, participants will be asked to vote “in” for twenty conditions out of twenty-eight total.  Two columns identifying the specialties who may treat the condition and the life cycle (children, adults, older adults) most affected by the condition will be added to the ranking sheet.

· The ranking sheets will be emailed to members by early next week. 

Next Steps

The next call of the Cost of Care Measures Workgroup is scheduled for September 26, 2006.
