Kevin Weiss welcomed participants to the call and reviewed the agenda – to discuss the Delphi process for transforming the candidate list to starter set.

Discuss the Delphi Process for Transforming Candidate List to Starter Set
Kevin Weiss opened the discussed by reviewing what had been agreed to on the previous call.  The group would rank the draft condition list via a modified Delphi process.  The criteria established so far are: prevalence, total burden of costs, practice variability/ improvement, specialty balance, life cycle, and acute/ chronic balance. The following comments were made:

· Add a criterion of frequency of conditions.

· Try to seek balance on the list so that primary care providers are not overburdened. 

· A small set will help the group work out the implementation rules, but a larger set can be whittled down via the Delphi.

· Employer groups will want certain conditions for pediatrics and obstetrics to be retained. 

· Conditions that have all three major criteria in common should be given priority: prevalence, costs, and improvability.

· Responses on the grading sheet will answer 0 for not present, 1 for partially present, and 2 for present.
