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Outcomes from Meeting
· Having a consistent process is vital to achieving physician buy-in.  The process of adopting measures can move fast but must also be done correctly.

· There will continue to be a proliferation of specialty measures by proprietary vendors until AQA and AMA PCPI have delivered meaningful measures that are important to employers and consumers.

· Many measures that are being created cannot be collected through electronic data.  Since medical records will be reviewed, appropriateness and outcomes measures could be included in measurement sets. 

· Consumers may be more interested in outcome measures as opposed to process measures such measures should be the goal for specialties in the future.
· Some specialties have a great number of sub-specialties which makes agreement on measurement priorities difficult.
