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Meeting Outcomes
· Nine specialty societies presented on their measure development activities.  Materials included measures that had been developed, timeline for NQF submission and AQA review, and other measurement and guideline activities in the pipeline.
· Several issues seemed common among specialties:
· Need for ICD-9 refinement and additional CPT II codes.

· The AMA PCPI can only process and sponsor a given number of projects at a time.

· Specialties have begun recruiting methodologists to assist in development activities, though most are limited by resources and staff.
· There may be a role for AQA to facilitate some specialty staff training on measure development, 

· There may be a role for some of the specialty Boards to get involved.
· Resources are also needed for pilot testing of measures.
· There are five societies that may be ready for measure review at the October 24th AQA meeting (AGA, ACEP, RPA, AAP, Perioperative/ ASA).  Most of the others will be able to submit at the January AQA meeting. 

· CMS and AQA can be helpful in providing performance measurement expertise and are open to assist specialties on an on-going basis.
