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Introductions
Bruce Bagley welcomed participants to the call and reviewed the agenda – to discuss the August 10th meeting with specialty societies and to have a first look at the AMA Consortium’s melanoma and stroke/ stroke rehabilitation measures.

Discussion of the August 10th Meeting with Specialties

Members of the AQA Performance Measurement Workgroup met with nine specialty organizations to discuss their measure development activities.  The purpose of the meeting was for the attendees to better understand the challenges that specialty organizations face in developing measures and to offer solutions and assistance to the specialties.
Preliminary Review of AMA Consortium Measures

Melanoma measures

Members asked the measure developers questions about how the measures were developed, if detailed specifications were available, and how measures would be collected.  Measures were developed from existing guidelines, though some guidelines are currently being revised.  The measures can be collected prospectively.  G-codes and CPT-II codes will also be developed.  One member thought that the overall sample for the measures would be small and wondered if other measures would be developed.  Comments are being accepted on the measures through August 25th.
Stroke/ stroke rehab measures
The American Academy of Neurology and the American College of Radiology are the lead organizations for this measurement set.  It was noted that the specialists that could be accountable for the measures were left purposefully vague.  The measures will also be collected prospectively or through medical record review.  Comments are being accepted on the measures through August 25th.

Next Steps

The next call of the Acute/ Chronic Care Workgroup is scheduled for September 18, 2006.
